Factors Critical to Success in Fundraising and Development - The American Model
Study Visit for Trustees and Senior Professionals of European Universities and Cultural Institutions
New York City, April 22 to 25, 2007
Organized by the King Baudouin Foundation United States

Funded, in part, through the generous support of 
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Across Europe, universities and cultural institutions, such as museums, opera houses, symphony orchestras and dance and theatre companies, are increasingly seeking private donations to complement the funding they traditionally receive from public authorities.  In their efforts to broaden and diversify their sources of funding, they might learn and draw inspiration from their American counterparts.

The King Baudouin Foundation United States (KBFUS) is organizing an invitation-only study visit designed to introduce a select group of 20 trustees and senior professionals of European non-profit organizations to the factors that have helped their American colleagues achieve success in fundraising, year after year, and build long-term relationships with donors.  

Ten university and ten cultural institution representatives will meet in New York City for an intensive three-day study visit in April 2007 that will include multiple opportunities for dialog with highly experienced non-profit professionals and distinguished philanthropists of New York City’s respected universities and cultural institutions.  Discussions will enable participants to thoroughly explore the American fundraising model and exchange views among peers about the applicability of lessons learned to their local situation back home.

From Sunday evening through Wednesday afternoon, participants will examine and discuss the roles strategic planning, prospect identification, membership and alumni giving, major gift cultivation and solicitation, trustee involvement, and development planning play in helping American non-profits achieve success in fundraising and development.  Participants will also learn about capital campaigns, corporate partnerships and sponsorships, planned giving, developing the Board of Trustees, and hiring a chief development officer.
